Beginners will make a braided choker, “Silken Waves”, in hand-dyed silk, and attach a pendant feature, then complete with deluxe 

metal end caps and clasp.  

Returning students can choose either “Silken Waves” using 8 threads, or “Diamond Dayz” which is worked with 16 threads, 

and has a diamond pattern worked into it.

Things to bring to each class: 

Flower Power Classes:  

Size 3.5 or 4 Crochet hook or size suitable for the yarn selected  

Size 4 Crochet hook for “ZigZag Flower Scarf”  

Large eye tapestry needle 

Tape measure  

Scissors 

Small cushion to support scarf or wrap while working on them.
